The Great Britain Sasakawa Foundation

Background and Establishment

The Great Britain Sasakawa Foundation is both a UK registered charity (No. 290766) and a British company
limited by guarantee (No.|867362) and was inaugurated in 1985 with a grant of £9.5 million from the Japan
Shipbuilding Industry Foundation (now called The Nippon Foundation) under the then Chairmanship of the late
Mr Ryoichi Sasakawa.

Its establishment resulted from a visit made by Mr Sasakawa to London in 1983 during which he met a number
of senior British figures to discuss the international situation and how UK-Japanese relations might be further
promoted and enhanced.

Aim and Objectives

The principal outcome of these discussions was the decision to set up the Foundation as a non-governmental,
non-profit making body with the purpose of helping to maintain and develop good relations between the United
Kingdom and Japan. The Foundation’s main objective, therefore, is to promote amongst the people of both
countries a mutual knowledge, understanding and appreciation of each other’s culture, society and achievements.

Nature of support

The Foundation gives financial support in the form of awards to a wide range of Japan-related activities and projects
that serve to enhance mutual understanding between the UK and Japan. These activities include exhibitions,
performances, exchanges, conferences, research, educational events and publications in the following fields.

Sport Youth & Education

Japanese Studies

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Chairman’s Report

2007 was a groundbreaking year for the Foundation, one in which we made a historic leap forward in the scope and
impact of our work.

With funding from the Nippon Foundation in Tokyo, we succeeded in launching a new joint grant programme under which
we shall provide up to £2.5 million over the next five years towards the study and research of contemporary Japan at
British universities. Our funding will create thirteen new posts in key areas within Japanese studies at twelve universities
and it will be one of the largest injections of external recurrent funding that the discipline has ever received.

Our purpose in establishing the programme was to help ease the very grave funding crisis that over the past decade
has threatened the very survival of Japanese studies at UK universities. Departments of Japanese have been forced
either to close or to retrench and the resultant decline in national provision for Japanese as a subject of study and
research has led to a severe reduction in the number of our Japan experts. For the UK-Japan relationship to continue
to prosper and for British interests in relation to Japan to be safeguarded, we considered it essential to do all we could
to help maintain that pool of vital expertise.

We announced the programme in October 2007 at a press conference kindly hosted by HE Ambassador Yoshiji
Nogami at the Embassy of Japan. The Ambassador’s personal support for the programme was highly valued and our
initiative received positive comment in both the British and Japanese press including a major article in the Times Higher
Education Supplement.

The universities benefiting from the new posts will be: Birkbeck College, Bristol, Cambridge, Cardiff, East Anglia, Leeds,
Manchester, Newcastle, Oxford, Oxford Brookes, Sheffield, and the School of Oriental and African Studies. They will
teach in areas ranging from Japanese political history and economics to science policy; from the economic anthropology
of Japan to Japanese visual media; and from the sociology of Japan to the Japanese creative industries, cultural policy
and contemporary visual cultures. Appointments will be taken up during the course of 2008.

Although the programme was a considerable challenge, given the Foundation’s limited human resources, our core grant-
making work continued nonetheless to expand and we were able to realise a very large number of the funding objectives
that we had set ourselves for the year. We increased the total value (£672,845) of awards granted by 50% and, by holding
down administrative costs, raised grant expenditure as a percentage of total expenditure, from 61% in 2006 to a pleasing
73% in 2007. We were delighted, furthermore, to achieve a greater balance in grants across subject categories and to see
a marked increase in applications for projects in areas of high priority to both countries.

For example, in the Japanese language, we assisted the Japan Foundation in a major initiative to provide our schools
with more effective on-line GCSE Japanese teaching resources. A closer working partnership with the Japan Society for
the Promotion of Science enabled us to double the number of grants made to projects in science and technology. We
helped a pioneering exchange project in sustainable development between staff from the Machynlleth Centre for
Alternative Technology and Japan’s new Tango Eco-Future Park and supported a major conference in Japan on disaster
mitigation. In Medicine and Health we increased both the value and number of awards made under our Butterfield
Programme assisting projects in key areas such as cancer research, clinical microbiology and healthcare provision for
ageing populations.

This is an appropriate occasion for me to thank formally my fellow Trustees and staff for their dedicated work over
the past year. By the time this Report appears, we shall have welcomed Mr Tatsuya Tanami of the Nippon Foundation
to the Board of Trustees and we much look forward to the benefits his long experience in international cultural
exchange will undoubtedly bring to the work of the Foundation.

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Treasurer’s Report 2007

Due to a general weakness in worldwide stock markets during the latter half of 2007, the year closed with the
Foundation’s expendable endowment unchanged at £23,660,000 (having gained 9.6% in value during 2006 from
£21,585,000 in 2005). The modest gain in value of £197,334 in the Foundation’s investments was wholly absorbed by
expenses of £51,097 and a contribution of £146,237 towards the grants programme. After all grants and expenses there
was a reduction in the total funds of £20,299, from £23,688,794 to £23,668,495.

Total resources expended were £909,542 (2006 - £721,654), representing 3.8% of the total funds available. This was in
accordance with the Foundation’s 2007 spending policy under which total expenditure should not exceed 4.5% of the
total fund as valued at the start of the year.

£672,845 was spent on awards representing an increase of 50% on the £448,094 spent in 2006. A total of 234 (2006 -
164) awards were granted in 2007, contributing to 92% (2006 - 90.6%) of the applications received. Of these 234
awards, 27 (2006 - 16) were made by the Tokyo office totalling £88,420 (2006 - £64,716) and 8 (2006 - 6) Butterfield
awards were granted to a value of £64,500 (2006 - £46,300). After amendments to grants made in previous years the
total net cost of awards in 2007 was £664,877 (2006 - £440,475). This accounted for 73.1% (2006 - 61%) of the total
resources expended.

At £51,097 (2006 - £64,173) investment management charges represented 5.6% (8.9%) of total resources expended for
the year and were lower due to a greater proportion of investment fees now being charged directly against underlying
individual securities. Total grant making expenditure amounted to £780,967 (2006 - £554,943) comprising awards
payable £664,877 and support costs £116,090. Governance costs were £77,478 (2006 - £102,538) which combined
with support costs totalled £193,568 (2006 - £217,006). This reduction was due to there being no in-country AGM in
2007 and to prudent spending on administration and overheads. Together they represented 21.3% (2006 - 30.1%) of the
total resources expended.

The Statement of Financial Activities and Balance Sheet shown opposite is a summary of the information which appears
in the Foundation’s statutory accounts for the year. The full accounts have been audited and given an unqualified opinion.
The full accounts were approved by the Trustees on 14 May 2008 and filed with the Charity Commission and Registrar
of Companies. These summarised accounts may not contain sufficient information to allow for a full understanding of the
financial affairs of the company. For further information the full annual accounts, including the auditors’ report, can be
obtained from the Foundation’s offices and should be consulted.

The Foundation seeks to help the successor genera-
tion of scholars in developing ties with Japan.

Promoting new Japanese Theatre
